The lone inhabitant of a monastery, a middle-aged monk, faces the death of his beloved dog
and the survival of his new-born pups just as the Archbishop dies and the worldly business of
succession begins. The dog’s death signals the return of an unbearable sadness and loneli-
ness in the monk’s life which brings up the past and forces him to reappraise his solitary
course. A tender cinematic evocation of monastic life and a study in loneliness.
